Abridged extracts from the above order.

	Object
	The Management Board shall use the Village Hall for the benefit of the inhabitants of Garsington.

	Management Board
	Six elected members (who must be permanent residents of Garsington) appointed at each Annual General Meeting.

A quorum for the Management Board shall be 3 elected members.

	Consultative Committee
	The Consultative Committee will meet twice a year.

One member (who must be a permanent resident of Garsington) nominated by each of the following organisations:

Additionally two co-opted parishioners – one adult / one teenager (over 18)

A quorum for the Consultative Committee shall be 1/3rd of total membership.

	Meetings
	Not less than two a year, but two members of the Management Board may call a meeting on giving seven days’ notice to all other members of the matter to be discussed.  At the AGM to be held in October, or as soon after as practicable the Management Board shall appoint from amongst themselves a Chairman and Treasurer.  The Booking Secretary and Minute Secretary should be appointed from the Consultative Committee or may be co-opted from the wider community of Garsington.  An external Auditor should be appointed to audit accounts yearly.

	Minutes and Accounts
	These shall be kept by the Management Board and a copy of the yearly accounts shall be certified and sent to the Charity Commissions. 

	
	All organisations represented on the Consultative Committee shall a month before the AGM appoint their representative members and notify the Minute Secretary of the names of such persons.  All persons entitled to act as a member shall after each AGM sign in the minute book a declaration of acceptance and willingness to act in the Trusts of the scheme.


Rules for the Management of the Garsington Village Hall and the conditions on which the Village Hall can be hired.

The Rules should be exhibited in a prominent position in the Village Hall.  

A copy should be sent to any prospective hirer.

	Rules may be altered or suspended by the Management Board in agreement with the Consultative Committee.


Not less than 3 of the 6 members of the Management Board and one third of the total membership of the Consultative Committee shall form a quorum.

	All monies shall be used as the Management Board shall decide for the general maintenance, management or improvement of the Hall.

	All inhabitants of the Parish of eighteen years and upwards are entitled to attend and vote at the AGM.

	No intoxicating liquor shall be sold or consumed in the Hall except by permission of the Committee [refer to licensing].

	Any gambling, or the playing of games of chance not approved by Law is forbidden [refer to licensing].

	Any person in the Hall using oaths or bad language or causing a breach of the peace may be excluded by the Management Board.

	The Hall may be used for any purposes which in the opinion of the Management Board is deemed a purpose for the good of the Village in general.

	The Hall shall be booked through the Booking Secretary.  Every effort is to be made to meet the traditional requirements and give and take is expected between the Village organisations.

	Village organisations shall have priority over other bookings, but no organisation shall be deemed to have a disputed right to an unbreakable series of bookings.

	In cases of doubt or difficulty the Booking Secretary shall refer the case to the Management Board whose decision shall be final.

	All property left in the Hall belonging to any organisation or individual is left at the owner’s risk.

	Any loss or breakage shall be reported immediately to the Booking Secretary or other person in charge of the Hall of and the Hirer may be charged for renewal such amount as shall be considered reasonable account being taken of fair wear and tear.

	All use of the Hall shall cease by Mid-night except in exceptional circumstances and by approval of the Management Board.

	Rules shall not be altered or rescinded without the approval of a 2/3rd majority of those present and voting at the AGM and a copy of the rules shall be exhibited in the Hall.

	Any proposed alteration or addition to the rules must be communicated to the Minute Secretary at least fourteen days before the AGM.
